PUPIL PREMIUM REPORT AUTUMN 2012
What is the Pupil Premium?
The pupil premium is funding allocated to schools for the specific purpose of boosting the attainment and progress of pupils from low-income families. Funding is based on children who are registered or have been registered for free school meals over the past 6 years. It is also available for pupils that have been ‘looked after’ for more than six months.

Why has it been introduced?
The Government believes that the Pupil Premium, which is additional to main school funding, is the best way to address the current underlying inequalities between children eligible for free school meals (FSM) and their wealthier peers by ensuring that funding to tackle disadvantage reaches the pupils who need it most.

In most cases the Pupil Premium is allocated to schools and is clearly identifiable. It is for schools to decide how the Pupil Premium, allocated to schools per FSM pupil, is spent, since they are best placed to assess what additional provision should be made for individual pupils.　

Schools are free to spend the Pupil Premium as they see fit. However they will be held accountable for how they have used the additional funding to support pupils from low-income families and to publish online information about how they have used the Premium. 

Funding received:
For the financial year April 2012 to March 2013 we have received £16,198. 
The percentage of our pupils known to be eligible for free school meals in the Summer Term 2012 was 9% and the Autumn 2012 term is 11%. The national percentage is 19.2%.
How we have used our Pupil Premium:

· 1:1 tuition by an experienced teacher for 4 pupils in Y6 for L6 maths 

· English and maths targeted intervention support for pupils in Y3, Y4, Y5 and Y6 which is delivered by an experienced teacher and Learning Support Assistants. This is targeted at continually narrowing the gap.
· Peripatetic music tuition for pupils who are gifted in music including Woodwind, Brass and Strings. This has supported the parents in the funding of musical tuition fees.

· Enabled Y5/Y6 pupils to attend residential visits which are part of the PE/Geography curriculum and support pupils in their team building /leadership skills and further enhance their PE and Geographical knowledge and skills.
· Supported Y4 and Reception  pupils in an  educational visit linked to science.

Pupil Premium Report for 2011-12
Our allocation for Pupil Premium 2011-2012 was £10,248.

This expenditure focused upon the implementation of 1-1 and group support in reading, writing and maths. 
Also it was used to support music tuition for pupils and residential visits to Edgemond Hall and Plas Gwynent
In 2011-12, free school meals pupils progress averaged 3.6 Average Point Score (APS) points progress in reading over the school, 3.6 APS points progress in writing over the school and 3.5 APS points progress in maths. This compares to the average APS of 3 points progress nationally. 
For FSM and LAC in reading, writing and maths from Y1-Y6 the average sub level progress was 2 which is good progress.
